POLICE ACTIVITY

A Call for Service is described as a request from the public for services, or to report a crime,
concern or question. Some of the different calls we receive are for thefts, suspicious activity,
police alarms, motor vehicle complaints, E-911 traces, assaults, domestic disputes, and traffic
accidents, to name only a few. During 2005, we received 30,924 Police and Fire Calls  for
Service, up from 27,789 in 2004, approximately an 11% increase.

The total number of Offenses for the year 2005 was 2,852 (2,709 in 2004), approximately a 5%
increase, and there were 1,411 arrests (1,287 in 2004) approximately a 10% increase. The
Police Department investigated 1,282 reported accidents (also 1,282 in 2004),  which resulted in
144 known injuries (145 in 2004). Officers made a total of 7,504  motor vehicle stops (6,670 in
2004) resulting in 6,310 warnings (5,407 in 2004) and 1,194 summonses (1,263 in 2004). A total
of 2,701 Parking Tickets (3,020 in 2004) were given out this year.

The Department, operating at nearly full staff, was extremely busy this year. Noteworthy
statistics of comparison from 2004 to 2005 were:

ý The Traffic Unit and our Patrol Division increased motor vehicle stops by
approximately 11% effecting an increase in arrests for Operating after 
Suspension by approximately 12% (241 in 2005 compared to 215 in 2004), while
motor vehicle accidents did not change. 

ý Arrests overall, were up approximately 6% with the largest increase in Sexual
Assaults of approximately 64% (54 in 2005 compared to 33 in 2004).

ý  There was a considerable increase in DWI arrests, up by approximately 43%
(156 in 2005 compared to 109 in 2004). Non-DWI Alcohol arrests were up by
approximately 24% (196 in 2005 compared to 158 in 2004).

ý Fraud/Bad Check/Forgery cases were up approximately 17% (197 in 2005
compared to 169 in 2004). 

 ý Assaults also increased by approximately 43% (187 in 2005 compared to 131 in
2004). 

 ý  Theft arrests decreased by approximately 9%.  
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During the Spring and Fall of 2005, Lebanon Police Officers participated in “Join the Clique”
campaigns (youths traveling in motor vehicles who are not wearing seatbelts). Nearly 4,000
vehicles were checked which resulted in 89 seatbelt summonses, numerous warnings, and 10
arrests for other motor vehicle and criminal offenses.

Other events and fundraisers held during this year included

< Annual Golf Tournament which was held at the Ragged Mountain Resort in
Danbury, NH. This tournament benefits the D.A.R.E. Program and various Child
Safety and Health Programs sponsored throughout the year by the Police
Department; 

< Annual Bike Auction was held during the 14  Annual CHaD Health and Safetyth

Fair. 
< Annual Project Graduation BBQ in Colburn Park which is a major fundraiser for

the graduating class at Lebanon High School for their substance free graduation
party;

< Annual Bike Rodeo which was co-sponsored with the Lebanon Lions and Kiwanis
Clubs. More than 60 kids participated, registering their bikes, and bike helmets
were handed out to those who needed them; 

The final year of a 3 year CIP (Capital Improvement Program) is completed. The Dispatch Center
was upgraded with the installation of new consoles and a back-up console at Station 1 in 2003. In
2004, citywide fiber optic and copper cable was completed, linking City buildings and radio
communication sites. In 2005, we completed this CIP with a repeater system coming on line so
Police have portable to portable communications throughout the city.

The Administration worked on issuing updated and more efficient operational policies, to
include: Records - Release, Retention, and Exceptions to the “NH Right to Know” Law; Motor
Vehicle Complaints; Dealing with Intoxicated or Incapacitated Persons; Vehicle Pursuit; DHMC
Bomb Threats and Bomb Emergencies; In-State Wanted Person Data Base: Preliminary Breath
Testing; 

Also during the year, highly visible enforcement campaigns were conducted on Route 12-A
where motorists were targeted for speed, traffic light violations and blocking intersections. The
goal of the Lebanon Police Department with this campaign was to seek voluntary compliance.

LEBANON POLICE K-9 UNIT 

The Lebanon Police K-9 Unit consists of two teams; Officer Matthew Isham with his K-9 partner
Yuky, and Officer David Zuger with his K-9 partner Tabor.  Both teams have been working since
2004. They are both well trained in the detection of drugs as well as patrol work including
building, area, article and lost person searches, criminal apprehension, and public relations
details. The K-9 Unit is highly trained and attended over 690 hours of combined training in
2005. 

During the year, the K-9 Unit was very active. The teams were responsible for a number of drug
searches resulting in numerous arrests. They located drugs such as cocaine, heroin, marijuana,
and hashish. One of the teams was also responsible for doing a “sniff” of a car stopped by the
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New Hampshire State Police. This resulted in the seizure of over $200,000 in cash. As a result,
when a federal seizure is complete, the Department will receive a small portion of that seizure.
Overall, the teams conducted 66 drug sniffs of residences and cars in 2005.
The teams have also been highly visible in the community. There have been 20 public relations
details. These details included visiting area schools, senior centers, Boy Scout Troops, and area
businesses and organizations.  The teams are receiving positive feedback from the community.

SCHOOL RESOURCE PROGRAM

The School Resource Officer (SRO) Program is entering its first full year after a successful start
in February 2005.  A respectful rapport was established between the students, faculty, and the
SRO (Officer Shawn Freitas), enabling this new program to open communication between the
youth in our community and the LPD. The SRO interacts with the student body at the Lebanon
Senior and Junior High Schools on a daily basis, periodically speaking as a guest in various
classes, and attending school functions, sporting events, and other extra curricular activities. 

If parents or students have any questions or concerns they are encouraged to contact Officer
Freitas at the Lebanon High School or the Lebanon Police Department.

DETECTIVE DIVISION

The Detective Division investigates major crimes involving adults and juveniles. Examples of
investigations include sexual assaults, burglaries, drug investigations, offenses against children,
thefts, forgery, and fraud cases.  The division also directs the Court Diversion Program for
juvenile offenders. Some of the activity for 2005 included 3,500.5 hours of investigation, 171
hours on Juvenile matters, 844 hours processing evidence, 383.5 hours of public relations (which
includes D.A.R.E., Child Health & Safety Programs, R.A.D. (Rape Aggression Defense), Police
Department facility tours, and speaking to civic groups), 161.5 hours assisting patrol, 53 hours
registering sex offenders, and 131 hours reviewing and presenting cases for Grand Jury.

The City continues to experience an increase in drug activity. Several search warrants were
executed successfully with the seizure of drugs ( mostly marijuana, heroin, and cocaine) and
often weapons.

PROSECUTION

A total of 1,118 cases were handled by Prosecution for the year 2005. Of these cases, there were
1,054 arraignments which resulted in 177 trials and 31 other hearings. Some other activities
during this year for the Prosecutor included 824 hours for case review and court preparation,
1,037.5 hours at Court, and 54 hours of administration (meetings and personnel issues). 
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SUPERIOR COURT STATISTICS

The Lebanon Police Department presented 101 individuals for indictment (108 individuals in
2004) on felony and enhanced penalty misdemeanors to the Grand Jury at the Grafton County
Superior Court during 2005, which resulted in 193 indictments (215 indictments in 2004).

JUVENILE COURT STATISTICS

Juvenile cases are handled by Prosecution and the Detective Division. In 2005, there were  29
Arraignments, 24 Adjudications (trials), 15 Dispositional Hearings, and 26 Review Hearings,
which included 101 hours in juvenile court and 96 hours of juvenile case preparation.

Retirement ~ Joseph Porreca III, a 20 year veteran Police Officer of Lebanon, retired on July 31 .st

Officer Porreca taught the D.A.R.E. program in Lebanon schools for over 15 years and was well
known throughout the community. 
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COMMUNICATIONS ACTIVITY

The Communications Center serves as a regional dispatch center for the following communities, 
Lebanon, Enfield, and Canaan.  Therefore, the statistical data represents the overall activity of all
agencies participating in our network.
                                                                            
On some calls, multiple agencies and/or jurisdictions respond to the same call.  An example of
this would be a motor vehicle accident with injuries on I-89 in Enfield.  In this scenario, both
Enfield Fire and Lebanon EMS would respond to the scene.  

During 2005, there were 42,725 Calls for Service ( 40,011 calls in 2004) processed in the
Communications Center.

The breakdown of these calls, by Department, are:

Of the calls listed above, 41% were received between 7am and 3 pm; 42% were 
received between 3pm and 11pm and 17% were received between 11pm and 7am.

Specialist Stewart has attended several classes and completed the necessary training to become a
valued full time Communications Specialist.
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
